It delivers a shock

How do I operate an AED?
 Power on the AED
 Follow the voice prompts:
 Place pads on the person’s bare

chest, exactly like shown in the
pictures on the pads

 The AED will analyze the heart
 It will tell you to deliver a shock or

continue CPR
 Cycles every 2 minutes
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
